What if you suspect there are rats in

provide treatment free of charge.

What treatment will Mosscare provide?
Mosscare will provide the following treatment services:

Mosscare will provide this service in line with the response
times shown in the table below left and normally without
charge (unless the treatment is necessitated by misuse of the
property by the tenant or associated persons).

Pests not detailed in the table below left will be the
responsibility of the tenant.

Your local Environmental Health Department will be available for
advice and assistance and does offer treatment for other pests on
a chargeable basis.

Mosscare can also be contacted for advice on how to deal with
other pests e.g. cockroaches and beetles, but does not have
responsibility for treatment.
